Near Future (I am going to)

You will use this tense whenever you wish to talk about an action which is
going to take place shortly or in the near future.

There are roughly four ways of expressing this type of action:
Ir a + infinitive — to be going to + infinitive
e.g. voy a comer. | am going to eat
va a escribir — he is going to write

NB — You must use the present tense of (ir)
Esperar + infinitive — to be hoping to + infinitive
e.g. espero llegar a tiempo. | hope to arrive on time

esperan leer este libro. They are hoping to read this book

NB — You must use the present tense of esperar



Near future(continued)

— to plan to + infinitive
e.g. a las dos. | plan on leaving at 2 o’clock

NB — you must use the present tense of pensar

Tener laintencion de + infinitive — to intend to + infinitive
e.g. Tienen laintencidn de trabajar
They intend to work

NB—- You must use the present tense of tener
