Shanghai, Xiôan and Beijing

10 DAY TRIP

March 2019



DAY 1

Arrive at Shanghai Airport and 
transfer to accommodation. 

Then take a walking tour of 
Peopleôs Square, Nanjing Road

In the evening, enjoy a welcome
dinner and trip briefing.



DAY 2

Have the first Mandarin lesson to 
equip yourself with some useful 
phrases for the trip.

Look for gifts and local delicacies at 
Yu Yuan Gardens and Bazaar. 

Then take a tour of Shanghaiôs 
financial district, Lujiazui, and head 
to the top of the Pearl TV Tower for a 
view of the whole city.



DAY 3Continue learning with a second 
Mandarin lesson, followed by 
an Chinese art lesson.

Head to Shanghai Urban 
Planning Museum to learn how 
one of the worldôs largest cities 
has developed.

Then visit Tianzifang, a 
bohemian culture and arts area.

Finish the day with an evening 
river cruise for a special view of 
the Bund and Pudong. 



DAY 4
Visit a Chinese school, specially 
matched to meet your educational 
interests. Students will take a school 
tour, join some lessons, play sports, 
eat lunch and participate in other 
activities alongside Chinese 
students.

Visiting schools should prepare 
gifts and a performance for the 
welcome ceremony in advance!

DAY 5

Train arrives in Xiôan. 

Go deeper into Chinaôs ancient past 
at the Terracotta Warriors. 

Check in to accommodation and 
refresh.

Then a tour of Xiôanôs Muslim 
Quarter market with all its sights 
and sounds. 



DAY 6
Take a calligraphy lesson at a local 
museum to understand more about 
Chinese art.

Travel to an orphanage to interact with 
the children and play English learning 
games. Donations are welcomed.

Take a bike ride around the top of 
Xiôanôs ancient City Walls. 

Night train to Beijing,  Soft sleeper 
(Z44, 19:27-08:22)



DAY 7Go to see the Temple of Heaven to 
see classic imperial Chinese 
architecture and experience a 
Chinese tea ceremony.

Then visit the Pearl Market for 
souvenir shopping.

Learn about Chinaôs imperial history 
at Tiananmen Square and the 
Forbidden City, then take in the 
panoramic view of historic Beijing 
from Jingshan Park. 

Visit Wangfujing Night Market to try 
Chinese delicacies.
